The teaching of reading has changed little in ELT since the
early 1980s, with a focus on relatively short texts designed for
intensive reading study. However, in the 21st century our
learners face new reading challenges, not least because they
now encounter more and more online texts. Research
evidence has also grown over the last 30 years and shows
conclusively that learners need to develop rapid, fluid reading
skills in order to give themselves the best chance of
becoming proficient readers.

This talk will guide teachers in how they can adapt their
classroom practice to help their learners meet the challenges
they face. We will discuss what fluency in reading actually
means and how we can teach it. We will look at ‘reading rich’
environments and how extensive reading can be introduced
and promoted, as well as considering the need to develop
critical reading skills.
